A big thanks to Dave Mubhlfeld, President of the Chenango
RC Club for all the time and effort he has put into building
the frequency board, both in his shop and at the field. The
board is now complete and members can start using it
immediately.

To use the frequency board, flyers will need a clothespin or
similar device that has a card attached to it displaying their
name and AMA number. When you are using one of the
frequencies, just clip your pin to the corresponding number
on the board. A quick glance will always let
you know which frequencies are in use and
whether it is safe to turn your transmitter on or
not. So get your clip made up and keep it in
your flightbox, you'll be needing it soon.

The board also supports a large lockable
storage cabinet which will be used to store
trainer boxes and cords, a first aid kit and a fire
extinguisher. We're looking for an appropriate
combination lock and will give the numbers to
members when they are available.
